They appeal to Jesus, 

as Joshua did to Moses about the elders who prophesied without  

official authorization. Like Moses, Jesus refuses to see this as a threat. 

Jesus welcomes good being done in his name, even when it is not under 

his control. The circle we form around Jesus’ word must be able to  

value good being done in ways we wouldn’t do it, by people we can’t 

keep tabs on.

So the LORD said to Moses, "Gather for me  

seventy of the elders of Israel, whom you know to be the 

elders of the people and officers over them; bring them to 

the tent of meeting, and have them take their place there 

with you. So Moses went out and told the people the words 

of the LORD; and he gathered seventy elders of the people, 

and placed them all around the tent. Then the LORD came 

down in the cloud and spoke to him, and took some of the 

spirit that was on him and put it on the seventy elders; and 

when the spirit rested upon them, they prophesied. But 

they did not do so again. Two men remained in the camp, 

one named Eldad, and the other named Medad, and the 

spirit rested on them; they were among those registered, 

but they had not gone out to the tent, and so they  

prophesied in the camp.
